9.     City of Casa Grande Landfill: 5200 S. Chui Chu Rd. (Please inform the gate attendant that you      
         have  a Christmas tree to recycle and you will be directed to the drop off location onsite).   

Christmas trees will be chipped at the landfill (5200 S. Chui Chu Rd.) and made available, at no fee, to 
the public to use as mulch.  Residents requesting to receive the mulch are asked to bring necessary 
equipment to load and haul the tree chippings.

Overpopulation: Spay or 
Neuter Your Pet for FREE!

The Arizona Companion Animal Spay and 
Neuter Committee awarded the City of 
Casa Grande Animal Care & Adoption Cen-
ter a $10,000 grant to assist with spay and 
neuter surgery costs.  This is the fourth year 
the City has been awarded this grant.  The 
grant funds were made available from the 
support and sales of the Arizona Compan-
ion Animal Spay and Neuter Pet Friendly 
License Plates.

Residents who live in the Casa Grande city 
limits can apply to spay or neuter their pets 
at no cost.  Only two pets per household 
are eligible.  Pets must be at least three 
months old and have a current rabies vac-
cination.  A rabies vaccination certificate 
must be presented or one will be provided 
at the time of the surgery at a cost of $10.  

Pet owners who are interested in participat-
ing in the program must fill out an applica-
tion to receive a voucher.  Application forms 
are available at the Finance Office (510 E. 
Florence Blvd., Building B) or by calling the 
Animal Care & Adoption Center at (520) 
426-9300. The voucher only covers the cost 
of the spay or neuter.  The pet owner has 
no obligation to receive additional services 
other than the rabies vaccination.  Once 
applications have been submitted, staff will 
call within a week to schedule a surgery 
date.  

The Animal Care & Adoption Center will 
continue to give out spay and neuter 
vouchers to residents who live in the Casa 
Grande city limits until grant money is 
depleted.

Who Can Adopt a Trail?
