Tractor Supply Company has selected
Casa Grande as the site of its first western
distribution  center. The Tennessee-
based company plans on opening a new
640,000-square-foot  distribution center
on about 100 acres in the Central Arizona
Commerce Park near Peters and Burris
Roads. The company plans on hiring over
200 employees when they open in 2015.

The $100 million Casa Grande distribution
center will deliver merchandise to stores in
Arizona, Nevada, Utah, southern California
and New Mexico.

The Fortune 500 Company also plans on
opening a retail store in Casa Grande on
Florence Blvd.
