Any structure or use lawfully existing upon the effective date of the ordinance codified in this title may be continued at the size and in the manner of operation existing upon such date except as hereinafter specified.

Non-Conforming Use Decision:

Since this RV Park land use is zoned R-4 and does not have a Conditional Use Permit for Recreational Vehicle spaces it is considered to be a legal non-conforming use. However, since the use was an existing RV Park that had obtained approval from Pinal County prior to annexation it shall be allowed to continue to operate under the size and manner associated with its Pinal County site plan approval and associated RV Park zoning standards. Accordingly, the setbacks for Casita Verde shall be as in accordance with the Pinal County RV Park zoning as follows:
1) RV’s and Park Models:

a)  Minimum setbacks from space boundaries:

i) Front: 5 feet 
ii) Side: 5 feet; measured as a 10 foot separation from unit on an adjacent space. 
iii) Side: Approved and permitted appurtenances on the entry side, 3 feet from side lot line and 8 feet from unit on adjacent space.
iv) Rear: 5 feet
b)   Minimum setbacks from Park perimeter boundaries:

      i)    Front: 15 feet

      ii)   Side: 10 feet

      iii)  Rear: 10 feet

c)   Maximum Height- 30 feet

2)   Detached Accessory Buildings:
a)   Minimum setbacks from space boundaries:

i)   Front: 15 feet

ii)  Side: 4 feet

iii) Rear: 4 feet

b) Maximum Height- 30 feet

3)   All minimum setback distances shall be measured from the nearest portion of the sidewall of an RV or Park Model, or from the patio cover, carport, cabana, ramada, room addition or similar appurtenances.

As a legal non-conforming use this development is subject to all other rights, restrictions and limitations as set forth in section 17.64.10 of the Casa Grande Zoning Code.  Including, any enlargement or expansion of the RV Park shall be subject to R-4 zoning and any abandonment or discontinuance of the RV Park for more than 90 days shall cause the non-conforming status to be lost.
