ESTIMATE THE AGE OF THE KITTENS

0-2 WEEKS OLD

Eyes closed or
barely open

6-8 WEEKS OLD

Very active and
playful; around
1-2 pounds

2-4 WEEKS OLD

Eyes open and
alert; becoming
mobile

4-6 WEEKS OLD

Very mobile and
often talkative;
can eat food

8-12 WEEKS OLD

Very active and
playful; around
2-3 pounds

12+ WEEKS OLD

Less likely to
approach; around
2-3 pounds

STOP! Do you see mom?

If the kittens are friendly
utilize social media and your
personal network to try and place
them in foster homes.

Contact Casa
Grande Animal
Care and Adoption to
see if spots are

available.

DON'T KIT-NAP!

A kitten's best chance of
survival is with mom. Leave
the kittens where they are.
