2025 Prop 202 – 12% Contribution Grant Application

Outline for Narrative

INSTRUCTIONS: Applicants must submit a narrative explaining the proposal for which funding is requested.  The Narrative shall follow the outline format provided below.  Narratives shall not be more than five (5) pages, not including attachments, if any.  
OUTLINE

A. Purpose of Grant.

1. Describe the proposed program, project or purchase (collectively, the “Project”).  This description should identify the needs/issues the Project will address.  APPLICANTS SHOULD not REQUEST FUNDING TO support salaries or wages.  If the grant is for a purchase, applicants are encouraged to be clear about what will be purchased, but to avoid being too specific about the item sought.  Supply chain disruptions and other issues can impact the availability of specific items.  If an application requests a specific item, no substitutions will be permitted without subsequent approvals and paperwork.  A more general statement of the item sought permits flexibility if the originally desired item becomes available.  For example, if an applicant is seeking funds to purchase a vehicle, a general description of the vehicle sought and its intended purposes (e.g., a mobile crime lab) would be better than specifying a particular year, make, and model (e.g., a 2020 LDV mobile crime lab built on a Ford F-550 XL SD diesel cab).  Certainly, quotes for the desired item will be needed to support the budget included in the proposal, but the Community recognizes that quotes are just estimates (often valid for only a short period of time) and the proposal should be written in such a way to permit deviation should changes occur.
2. Identify the target population that will be served by the Project.  (Who will benefit?  How many will be served?  Is there a targeted geographic location? Etc.) 
3. Describe the Project goals and objectives and outline a plan to meet these goals.

4. Provide a timetable for implementation of the Project.

B. Resources.

1. Identify current funding sources for the Project and characterize each funding source listed as either a one-time-only or long-term funding source.

2. Identify other organizations or partners that are participating in or contributing to the Project, but which are not funding sources, and describe their roles or contributions.

3. Define the Project as a new or continuing project or a purchase.  Provide information about how the Project will be sustained or the purchase will be maintained after the grant funding is exhausted.
4. If the Applicant organization has requested funding from any other Arizona tribe, please list:

a. Pending requests made within the last eighteen (18) months for the same request, including the name of the tribe to which the request was made.

b. Funded requests made in the last five (5) years, including the name of the tribe that awarded the funding, a brief summary of the project for which the funding was awarded, and the amount of the funding received.

C. Reports.  Approved grantees must account for and report to the Community all expenditures of grant funding; however, there is no required reporting form or format.  Explain how your organization will account for and manage the funding if selected.  Describe how Project progress and results will be tracked and documented.  

D. Budget.  Provide a budget, including justification, that supports the request in the Application.  Provide an estimated timeline for when funds will be expended.
E. Additional information.  Please provide any additional information about the Project or the Applicant organization that the Ak-Chin Council should know when considering the Application.
